4. Were you satisfied with the outcome of your service project? Why or why not? (250 words max)
Based on meetings with scientists who are working with BLM on monitoring water and wildlife on Las Cienegas National Conservation Area, we set out to map the location of water resources and fencing conditions in a sector used by pronghorn antelope as fawning habitat. We began the field operation with a presentation by the local Sonoita/Elgin Fire Department who instructed us on wilderness safety (hydration, snakes, fire dangers). We then used our maps and GPS units to find the approximate location/direction of several registered wells.  We rode out with the goal of finding 3 wells in the region and mapping the location of any tanques (water catchments.) In addition, our goal included inspecting several miles of fenceline, recording the  location of gates, repairs needed, and segments that are “wildlife friendly” (smooth bottom wire, 18’ high). We were successful in finding the wells and recording GPS coordinates and important attributes of each (active water, power source, diameter of opening) as well as two natural tanques. An unanticipated lesson was learned when one of the riders dismounted to inspect a tanque and “ground tied” his horse safely away from the muddy area. The horse headed back to the trailers, with two Range Riders in hot pursuit, and another walking.  As a result, we were unable to inspect the fencelines because we ran short of time (but an adventure was had by all!)
